2009 DRY PEA CROP PROVISIONS

New revised Dry Pea Policy In effect for the
2009 crop year

Following are the changes for the states of
Montana, North Dakota, & South Dakota



MAJOR POLICY CHANGES

Policy Is no longer type specific. Types insurable in a
county are listed on the Special Provisions

Chickpeas have been placed on the dry pea poliéy
master yields are available

Producer can choose separate coverage levels & price
elections by each insurable dry pea type

Replant payments are now available

Fall or dormant seeded dry pea types are eligible for
Insurance If inspection in spring shows adequate stand

Winter Coverage Option available only for fall final
planting date acreage in some Ildaho & Washington
counties



NEW DRY PEA DEFINITION

Dry Peaso are defined as PeasRisumsativum
L.), Austrian Peas, Lentils, Chickpeas, and othe
types as listed on the Special Provisions.
New definition removes constraints of insuring
specific types & practices in old policy

Chickpeas transferred from dry bean policy to dry
pea policy because production practices are similat

to peas
Chickpeas are now eligible for master yields



CHICKPEA COVERAGE

Chickpea coverage will not be offered under the
dry bean policy for the 2009 crop year

Growers must sign up under the new dry pea
policy by the SCD of march 15 if they want
chickpea coverage to continue for the 2009 crop
year

All dry bean policies in counties where Garbanzo
types only were previously insured, will be
cancelled.



NEWDRY PEA PROGRAVOUNTY

Addeda new dry pea program to Prairie County,
Montana

Types include:

SpringDesiChickpea

Spring Small Kabuli Chickpea

This was done because Chickpeas transferred from
the dry bean policy to the new dry pea policy

Montana & North Dakota dry pea counties

NEW DRY PEA POLICY DEFINITIONS

Harvestd Combining of dry peas.

Swathing prior to combining is not considered
harvested

Revised for clarity & similar to dry bean harvest
definition
Typed A category of dry peas identified as a type
In the Special Provisions.

Types not listed on the County Special Provisions may
be insurable by written agreement iigronomically
sound & approved

New definitions for swathed & windrow
Added for improved understanding of policy intent



COVERAGE LEVELS, & PRICE ELECTIC
A producer can select a separate coverage lev
& price election for each insurable dry pea type

Exampl e: A producer ca

Smooth Green or Yellow Peass5% Coverage Level/90%
Price Election

Lentils: 75% Coverage Level/100% Price Election

This option isnot availablefor CAT coverage

If selecting CAT coverage for any dry pea typé¢he
CAT level of coverage will apply &l dry pea
acreage Iin the county




COVERAGE LEVELS, & PRICE ELECTIC

If a dry pea type Is added after the sales
closing date:

A coverage level equal to the lowest coverage level
you selected will be assigned
A price election will be assigned equal to:

100% of the PE if buyup coverage was selected
55% of the PE if CAT coverage was selected



FALL PLANTED ACREAGE WITH A
SPRING FINAL PLANTING DATE

Fallplanted or dormant seeded spring acreage Is not
Insurable unless.

Producer requests insurance by spring SCD

Company agrees in writing that an adequate stand exists In the
spring to produce your APH production guarantee

Fallplanted crop is insured as springplanted type (same
guarantee, premium, & price election)

Insurance attaches:
When Company determines an adequate stand exists

Spring FPD if Company determination is not made prior to spring
FPD

Fallplanted acreage that is uninsurable (inadequate stand)
Reported as uninsured falplanted acreage
